Unsatisfactory Papanicolaou (Pap) tests were rare in a predominantIy SurePath liquid-based Pap test
practice. They were caused most often by scant cellularity and exhibited significantIy more follow-up
cytologic and biopsy abnormalities than negative Pap tests.
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
